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English Language Programme

In the first week of classes students will take our English Placement Test: 30 minutes multiple choice
Grammar/Vocabulary test, 30 minutes Writing test and a 5 minute speaking test. This will be used to
place students in a class at the appropriate level.

In the English Language classes VSP students will combine with the UE students, mixing with students from
other nationalities and placed in a class according to their level of English.

However, we group our classes principally by level of English so we cannot guarantee a “perfect
mix” of students.

English class content

The course is of an integrated nature, following a textbook and will cover the following areas:
- Grammar: consolidation of the main tenses and structures of English
- Vocabulary: learing more words in a variety of different contexts
. Writing: helping students to improve the accuracy and structure of written work
- Speaking: improving the accuracy and fluency in a variety of situations
. Listening: understanding spoken English in academic and general situations
- Reading: developing the ability to deal with longer and more complex texts

VSP Lectures

VSP students will be taught separately for the lecture programme. Students will take the following
subjects:

Media, Culture, Sociology, Literature

Lectures will be interactive in nature and a certain amount of preparation and follow up work will be
required of students. No previous knowledge of the subjects will be assumed and the lectures will aim to
give a broad overview of the field, insights to British and European culture as well as further developing
their English skills.

Aims

The programme is designed to offer the chance to experience life in a different country, study at a leading UK
university and develop English language and academic study skills.
The programme consists of 2 sections:
» English language classes with students from different countries on the University English (UE)
programme in the momings
« A series of specially arranged afteroon lectures for VSP students in a variety of academic subjects

In the morning UE English classes there will be a wider mix of different nationalities.
In the aftemoon VSP lectures we expect students to be from Korea and Japan currently.
